Introduction:
A.	Solomon wanted to build an honorary house for the honor of the Great Almighty God. Nothing but the finest materials of stability and beauty would be acceptable.
B.	The sentiment of Solomon must be the sentiment of the people of God today. God will not dwell in a person who does not desire His constant partnership and presence in heart. Ours is a spiritual house and a spiritual relationship.
C.	The desire for God to have a suitable dwelling is personal. We must propose to ourselves to give God a good dwelling place.
D.	There are quality things that you must make sure of.

I.	The Best Quality Faith
	A.	In becoming and being Christians, we are proposing to build God a house - 1 Cor. 3:10-17
	B.	The inner man must be strengthened and prepared for this shared place - Eph.3:16-19
	C.	It is no longer "me" or about me doing my own thing. It is about Christ "living in me" - Gal. 2:20

II.	The Best Quality Character
	A.	Character gives hope, and hope is a product of our love and respect for God - Rom. 5:1-5
	B.	Character is developed by God through a tender heart - Isa.57:15
	C.	The best quality of character is developed by loving Jesus and keeping His word – Jn. 14:23

III.	The Best Use of the Body: Holiness or Extensions of Jesus
	A.	This body is viewed as an instrument to be used in extending the holy purposes and standards of God.
	B.	Unholy choices are insults to God
		1.	It is not giving God your best in principles employed, moral convictions held, and behavior seen and observed - 1 Cor. 6:12-20

IV.	Living A Superior Life For A Superior Purpose
	A.	We know and believe the love God has for us - 1 Jn. 4:16
		1.	Superior to what others know and enjoy.
	B.	Our purpose is to perfect our love for God and man - 1 Jn. 4:17a
	C.	This superior purpose transports us safely to the judgment - 1 Jn. 4:17b-21
	D.	This is a far superior destiny
		1.	You are headed for the judgment anyway
		2.	You might as well go there fully prepared to face God as your Friend and not as your enemy.

Conclusion:
A.	God wants to share your life intimately. He stands knocking, desiring for you to open the door of your heart to Him. What a shame to leave Him out! How can we be so cold?
B.	We must love God enough to propose to build Him a house. The only kind of house God wants is one in which you will gladly allow Him room in your heart. He wants to be in the inner chambers of your thoughts, desires, and plans (Rev. 3:20-22).
C.	Are you listening? Will you propose to build God a house inside your heart?
