"A Prophet Like Me"
Acts 3:22

Introduction:
A.	Acts Chapter 3 begins with the healing of the lame man by the apostles Peter and John, at the “Beautiful Gate” of the temple.  When word spread and a crowd gathered at Solomon's Porch nearby, Peter preached a sermon about how it was the power of God manifested through His Son Jesus Christ that had healed the man, and how this same Jesus had been crucified and then raised from the dead.
B.	He then revealed to the people God's commands through Jesus Christ concerning what they needed to do to be saved and be made right with God.  However, Peter was speaking to a Jewish audience, so he cited scripture to prove that even the Heb. Old Testament had foretold of Christ.
C.	What are some comparisons that we can draw from Peter's statement?

I.	Both Delivered People Out Of Bondage.  Moses delivered Israel from slavery in Egypt, and Jesus delivers us from slavery in sin
 	A.	Why do we need deliverance? - Rom. 3:23; 6:23
	B.	How does Jesus provide this deliverance? - 1 Cor. 15:1-3
	C.	Therefore, just as the Jews looked to Moses as their deliverer, so we look to Jesus as our deliverer - Gal. 1:3-4

II.	Both Gave A Law.  Moses revealed God's Old Testament law to Israel and Jesus reveals God's New Testament law to us
	A.	Jesus is God's spokesman for us today - Matt. 11:27; Heb 1:1-2
 	B.	Just as God gave the law through Moses, so grace and truth are given to us through Christ - Jn. 1:17
	C.	Hence, some claim that we're not under any law today but under grace.
		1.	It's true that we have the complete manifestation of God's grace in Christ
		2.	But that doesn't mean that we have no law in Christ - 1 Cor. 9:21; Gal. 6:2

III.	Both Built A House For The Lord.  Moses built the tabernacle for Israel and Jesus built the church for us
	A.	Jesus promised to do just this - Matt. 16:18
	B. What was the price?
		1.	Remember price paid for tabernacle - Exo. 35:4-5, 36:3-7
		2.	However, Jesus paid a much greater price to build the church - Acts 20:28
	C.	Thus, just as the tabernacle was important to the Jews, so the church should be important to us because it's the spiritual body of Christ - Eph. 1:22-23

IV.	Both Led God's People On Their Journey.  Moses guided the Israelites to the Promised Land, and Jesus will guide those who follow Him to heaven
	A.	There was a specific way that God wanted Israel to go - Exo. 13:17
		1.	There's also a specific way that God wants us to go - Matt. 7:13-14
	B.	Therefore, just as the people of Israel were to follow Moses to make it to Canaan, so we must follow the leadership of Jesus Christ to receive eternal life - Jn. 10:27-28
	C.	And the end result of following the guidance of Jesus is an eternal inheritance in heaven - 1 Pet. 1:3-5

Conclusion:
A.	These are some of the comparisons suggested by Peter's citation of Moses' prediction of a Prophet like him.  However, there is one major difference (Heb. 3:1-6).  Moses, while a great leader chosen by God for Israel was just a servant, but Jesus, whom we follow, is the very Son of God Himself.
B.	Remember that Christ came to deliver us from the bondage of sin. Yet, just as the Israelites had to follow the teaching of Moses, so anyone today who wants to be saved and ultimately have a home in heaven must follow the teaching of Christ (Jn. 15:14).
